
Albury-Wodonga Neonatal / Paediatric registrar component.
Job Description
Introduction
The Paediatric Registrar position is designed to provide broad-based paediatric training in inpatient and outpatient paediatric medicine, neonatology and child development in a regional setting.
Training is under the supervision of consultant Paediatricians, a Senior Paediatric Fellow and Paediatric Surgeon. 

Paediatric care is supported by a range of services including Pathology, Nuclear Medicine, Radiology (including MRI) and Allied Health. Local Paediatric services are affiliated with the Paediatric teaching centres in Melbourne and Sydney with outreach clinics attending Albury-Wodonga from the Royal Children’s Hospital, Melbourne.

Inpatient services are located at Albury-Wodonga Health (Albury campus) formerly “Albury Base Hospital” with neonatal services at Albury-Wodonga Health (Wodonga campus), formerly “Wodonga Regional Health Service”.
Albury-Wodonga Health (Wodonga) has approx. 1700 deliveries per year and a 19 cot level 2 nursery. Albury- Wodonga Health (Albury) is the regional trauma centre and has a 16 bed paediatric ward.

All paediatric outpatient services are located at the paediatrician’s rooms.
Employment

The Registrar is principally employed by Albury Wodonga Health via the Wodonga campus and is therefore employed under the Victorian Medical Appointment Regulations. Matters relating to conditions of service and leave should be addressed to the administration of Wodonga Regional Health Service.

The Registrar has clinical responsibilities in Albury. 

Annual Leave and Study Leave

Annual Leave and Study Leave as outlined in the Conditions of Employment may be taken at any time through the year. We are unable for logistical reasons to have two registrars on leave at the same time.
Responsibilities

Under the supervision of the On Call Paediatrician, the Paediatric Registrar is responsible for:

1.
Care of newborns at the obstetric unit of Albury-Wodonga Health (Wodonga). This includes attending caesarean sections, delivery suite, special care nursery and obstetric ward patients.

2.
Clinical involvement with inpatients at Albury-Wodonga Health (Albury) under supervision of the Paediatric fellow.  

3. 
Case presentations on ABH ward round post on-call.

4.
Receiving primary consultation from the Emergency departments of both hospital campuses
5.
Involvement in the development of clinical protocols and assisting in Quality Assurance activities and clinical audit.

6.
Attendance at Outpatient sessions at the paediatric consultant rooms.

Record Keeping and Discharge Summaries

Documentation of patient care in the hospital record at the time of admission, review and after ward rounds should be clearly signed and dated.  A discharge summary is required on the patient leaving hospital. It is important that the Hospital discharge record (front page) noting the diagnosis on discharge be completed at the time of discharge to allow medical records to appropriately code clinical services. 
Clinical Support

The Registrar may ask for clinical assistance from the on-call Paediatrician at any time.

Sub-specialist Clinics

The Royal Children’s Hospital, Melbourne, has sub-specialist outreach clinics at the Albury Wodonga Paediatric Group rooms in Cardiology, Endocrinology and Haematology / oncology. The Cystic fibrosis outreach clinic is located at Albury campus and there is a regular Genetics outreach clinic to Wodonga. The Registrar can participate in part or all of these clinics and be responsible for the presentation of patients under their care.
